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Battery Creek High School (BCHS) is located in a rural area that is north and west of the city of Beaufort. We are one of seven public high schools in Beaufort County, and we are demographically 47% Black, 31% White, 16% Hispanic, and 6% Other. While we continue to predominately operate on a 4 x 4 block schedule, our basic structure continues to be driven by a focus on the selection of career majors. 

BCHS is fostering an environment that develops strong academic knowledge and skills that increase student curiosity and engagement, as exemplified by the characteristics of a Profile of the Graduate. At BCHS, students activate their full potential for learning in preparation for application of knowledge in life, work, and study beyond their secondary school years. We plan to develop the learning profile of each student by offering a great variety of instructional programs and practices. Thus, our vision is to engage and develop students and the community through a 21st century education. For example, our Career and Technology Center (CATE) cultivates a learning environment where students are engaged in meaningful educational experiences that improve student achievement, and assists in the development of creative lifelong learners.

With student achievement as our focus, teachers strive to accommodate the diverse needs of individual students, by using data-driven decisions and state curriculum standards to guide instruction. Teachers work diligently to create a student centered culture infused with technology, as part of our one-to-one device initiative. Student success is supported by many computer programs, and collaboration is encouraged through use of Google Classroom. Therefore, because of technology, we can offer our students an authentic learning experience that focuses on collaboration, experimentation, and reflection.
In addition to effective academic programs, we offer a myriad of opportunities designed to foster student leadership and teamwork skills such as The Leader in Me, Interact Club, National Honor Society, Men of Strength (MOST) Club, and student government, as well as athletics and fine arts programs.
Increased test scores and sustained community involvement through a variety of community events are a few of the many accomplishments we celebrate at BCHS. The 2017-18 school year was phenomenal, and with continued partnership with our students, faculty, parents, community, and staff, we look forward to creating greater achievements this school year.
